Introduction

The first Transregional MAPO-Workshop was organized in Izmir, Turkey as two different sessions by the Turkish MAPO partner Ege University Faculty of Fisheries. Workshop was planned for Small and Medium-Sized Companies (SMEs), that have specialized in marine pollution, and have been registered in the MAPO SME-database, from influence area of the partner (Turkey, Greece, Bulgaria and Cyprus). Researchers also invited to the workshop.
The first session of the meeting was organized for Turkish and Cypriot MAPO members while the second session was organized for Bulgarian and Greek MAPO members.
Purpose and Objectives
Main purpose of the workshop was to give information about MAPO Project as well as to explain Framework Programmes. To assess more accurately SMEs, that have completed the MAPO profile form and showed a further and distinct interest to participate in the MAPO project, they were tempted to fill SMEs Asssesment Form (D16). 
Performance

Prof. Dr. Ugur Sunlu opened the workshop with a short presentation of the MAPO. His presentation was giving general information on MAPO Project and FP opportunities. First presentation also contained some information about Turkey’s status at FP Projects. Following two presentations by Arzu Cakmakci Yilmaz were about first results of the MAPO Project and usage of MAPO website. Her presentation highlighted some important points such as, SMEs Assesment Form (D16), Research Topics Form (D20), etc…
Mrs. Sevkan Soyuer and Ms. Ipek Akad from EBILTEM (Regional Contact Point aims to encourage involvement of researchers in European Commission funded projects) introduced the Framework Programmes. Their presentations explained several topics such as general information on EU Funding Programmes towards R&D, Framework Programmes, Turkey in FP6, Ege University Science & Technology Center (EBILTEM), EU FPs Coordination Office, Ege University and EBILTEM in FP6, Environment in FP7, Research for the benefit of SMEs in FP7.

At the end of the meeting, ideas and experiences were discussed and exchanged among workshop participants, in particular with regard to future perspectives. Participators had the possibility to present their services, products and technology by means of oral and PowerPoint   presentations. After these introductions, each attending company representative presented their business in relation to R&D needs and possible EU-funding. 

The meeting was finalized in late afternoon by a round-table discussion of questions concerning first responses to the outcome and performance of this workshop, and concerning future perspectives.
Results

From a total of about 66 invited companies (65 SMEs already registered and 1 SMEs not yet registered), 14 SMEs attended the workshop, coming from Turkey (12), Cyprus (1) and Greece (1). Almost all invited SMEs showed great interest in MAPO and in the announce Workshop. Those not attending the Workshop apologized not to be able due to current working load or due to the late announcement of the workshop and conflicting with other similarly important meetings. Unfortunately no SME could attend the workshop from the Bulgaria.
